Senior homeowners might not recognize two key factors of value and cost that could change their mind about staying
in their home: 1) the home itself has performed as a depreciating asset for several years, declining on average 35%
from the 2006 peak and will continue stagnant for several more, and 2) even if the loans are paid off, some significant
costs remain, detailed in the following table:
